The purpose of th€€ CWNRs to structure development within the parish and provide guidance
to any interested parties wishing to submit plangiapplications for development within the
parish. The process of producitite CCWNMas sought to involve the community as widely as
possible and the different topic areas are reflective of matters that are of considerable
importance tothe four pariskes,their residents, businesses and community groups.

Each section of thECWNRovers a different topic. Under each heading there is the justification
for the policies presentedvhich provides the necessary understanding of the policy and what it

is seekig to achieve. The policies themselves are presented in the blue boxes. It is these policies
against which planning applications will be assessed. It is advisable that, in order to understand
the full context for any individual policy, it is read in conjimt with the supporting tekand
evidence documents that have been compiled to underpin the Neighbourhood Plan.

In addition to thepolicies, the Plan identifies a number of local neadd community aspirations
that are not met through the planning systeut which are important to the welbeing ofthe
community. It is proposed that these projects will be met through community action supported
by other organisationsThe Planalso sets out the Comuamity Infrastructure Priorities and a
framework for monitaging and implementation.

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LOCAL CONTEXT

THEAREA- The CaterhamChaldon and Whyteleafe Neighbourhood Plamre (@CWNP) covers four
parishes(or village council areasypf which Caterham Hill and Chaldon are on high ground, while
Caterham Valley and Whyteleafe are along the Bourne river valley forming a natural raute fro
London through the North Downs escarpment to rural Surrey and the south. The CCWNP Area is
surrounded by high value countryside, much of it designated as Green Belt.

STRATEGIQOCATION The area combines the beautiful natural environment with extensbasl
and rail links while easy access to Croydon and London is provided by f&IliNks of the A22
road and two rail lines. The junction to the M25% Godstonegives access also to tHéd23
motorway and soaccess to Gatwick and Heathrow airports and legdo the Eurotunnel and
Dover ferry routes to Europe.

THE PARISHES CATERHAM ONHEHILL¢ Caterhamon-the-Hill has developed from the original

village of Caterham, giving character to its roads and buildings. Its former role as home to
CaterhamGu&® & ol NNJ 01 & lyR G2 {4 [Fé6NByOSQa | 2aLhAil
redeveloped as residential areas.

CATERIAM VALLEY- Caterham Valley developed with the arrival of the railway in the 1850s to
1870s. Originally, the Caterham line was to have gone on to Brightofunding issues left
Caterham as the terminwand-direct link to London. Development himdlowed along theailway

and road system constrained by teepslopes out of the valley on both east and west. The A22
road now thankfully bypasses the tow@roydon Road and the Church Walk Centre provide the
greatest concentration of shops and servicethim CCW Plan area, while the Soper Hall (former
Council offices), provide community facilities albeit consiediby the age of the buildingnda
thriving amateur theatre is the sole public entertainme®.private hospital does some NHS
treatment too. Residential flats often squeeze between road and railway or replace shop or
business spaceThe distinct Harestone Valley area, contains mainly residential properties and a
major private school, which maintains woodlands to the south.

WHYTELEAFEWhyteleafe too, developed with the arrival of the railway. It is now the gateway
from London into Caterham, Tandridge, Surrey and the SBast, It has grown along the
trafficked route, the A22 corridor, constrained by the steep valley sides, th@ulgimg hill does

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diverge via a levatrossing and past a church and school, to go directly to Catedmathe-Hill.

It is served by both the Caterham rail route and, via the Upper Warlingham station, by the East
Grinstead line which diverges into turleeo leave the mairValley. There are two petrol stations,

one with a shopping unit; and a moderate number of shops, businesses and restaurants. The
piecemeal development of these latter means thaban design standards have often been
negleted andproximity to traffic and pollution is a concern.

2.7. PUBLICSPACE AsPPOcUs The CC\MParea is notable in that, in th@twn centres, there is nowhere
as large public space to act as a focus for the communitlyere people can gatheParks and
recreation graindsare not well placed to fulfil thieole. An opportunitymayarise in this present
forward planning to creatéhis missingfeature.

2.8. DERELICRTES The area has suffered for many years with loaigm derelict sites. Some have
been empty for 15 yearsr more andmany becae eyesores. These buildings mainly occupy
prominent sites within the area and have a detrimental impact on the appearance and indirectly
on the economic welbeing of the town

2.9. LEGACY ORESIDENTIABUILDING- The area of theCCWNHs at the northwest corner of the
Tandridge Districfwith 94% ofThe Districarea in theGreen Belt Pressure for developmenh
the nonGreen Belt areasf Caterham and Whyteleafleasresulted inan excess of residential
development in this already more urbanised part of Tandridghout sufficient new facilities in
support.

2.10. BALANCE OPEVELOPMENT There is an issue over the mix and location of developmastan
example,in Whyteleafe the predminart flat developmentis unsupported by improvements in
infrastructure Thisis seen aseadngto atransientdormitory populationuninvolved withthe
local community.

Profile of the community today

2.11. Detailedinformation on theprofile is providedn the supporting evidenceln summary, the key
aspects of the profile ahe neighbourhoodarea as they relate to the Plan, are as folldws

2.12. Considering age groups, we look at the combined area of Caterham, Hill and Valley, together with
Whyteleafe, butexcluding Chaldon, which is then commented on separately. There are some
54% of residents of working age (25 to 64 years) higher than that for the District of Tandridge as
a whole. The number in this age bracket grew considerably between 2001 and 20idd; wh
Chaldon has seen numbers fall.

2.13. Unemployment is low with high numbers of people working from home (16%). This figure rises
to 24% in Chaldon.

2.14. The number in the older group of adults aged 65 fguswerthan in the District but is rising and,

number is higher now but could also rise.

The level of car ownership the CCWNrea averagel.4 cars per householdompared to 1.2
at the UKnational level. Howewethe levelis lower in Caterham Valley (where 17% have no car)
and Whyteleafe (where 15% have no car).

There ardour railway stations serving the CWNRrea- those ofWhyteleafe Whyteleafe South
and Caterhantink to London while Upper Warlingham (in Whyteleafe) algtks to London, but
southwardshat line continues to East Grinsteaficross theCCWNRrea, 15% of workers travel
by train to work, with the percentage rising to 24% in Whyteleafe.

The aea hashigh levels of housing. Whyteleafe and Caterham Valley have significant numbers
of smaller flats. The vast majority of homes are owned, and, the percentage of social and private
rental properties is higher than averader the DOstrict. Chaldon has preaminantly larger
detached homesand has fewer rentals

Just under a quarter of workers travel less than 5km to reach their place of watligh levels
of commuting meanthe majority travel upto 30km,manyto London Many of theresident
population are very weltqualified andcould perhaps transfer from commuting tdditional
higher paid jobs locally.

Challenges for the Neighbourhood Plan  Area

3.1. The NeighbourhoodPlan seeks to address, as far as is possible, the challenges that face the
communiiesof the fourparistes In summary these challenges are:

1 The area has seesignificant housing growtin recent years. Additional houdriilding will
need to be done in a wahat protects the rural setting and historic character of the area.

1 There are many larger homeSmaller, family homes including affordable homes will be
neededto continue to meet the needs of families attracted to the area.

1 A need torevitalise the etail areago make sure they are vibrant and continue to attract both
residents and visitors.

9 Traffic congestioris fairly high, exacerbated by public transport servigemtably buses;
being infrequent, particularly at off peak times.

1 A key priority fo residents isaccess to healthcareand there is a need to extend the existing
surgefesor expand provision to meet the increase in population.

1 More educational facilities such ggimary school&and expanded secondary schools will be
needed as the pogdation grows

1 There is a need famore public car parkingarticularly near to the railway statiorthat is
primarily offstreet to improve accesbility and to ease congestion and commuter parking
along residential streets.

1 Employershave statedthere isa lack ofstarter units and low cost, flexible workspacdhe
amount of office space in the area is dwindling. This is discouraging of local employment, while
population increases.

1 Protecting the sensitive natural environment is of high importance. designated
Conservation Areas as well as other heritage areas need to be maintained

Vision for the Neighbourhood Plan

3.2. In consultation with the community, the following vision for theighbourhoodPlan has
been agreed:

a. To realise the potential of ouNorth Downs location, surrounded as it is by Areas of
Outstanding Natural Beauty, and to create a robust infrastructure that delivers a high
quality of life for current and future generations, while ensuring that all our
development is sustainable

b. We lookfor a prosperous local economy; successful businesses with high quality jobs
and a skilled workforce, for thriving local centres with an eclectic mix of local and
national shops.

c. We hope to create an attractive place for families to live and a-svgiported strategic
location for businesses.

d. At the heart of this Plan is the principbé sustainable development, which is about
change for the better. In order to achieve this, our Plan has at its core three
interconnected priorities. These topics are fununtal to planning as you can see in
the National Planning Policy Framework.
